WHAT IS A PIN?   WHY DO I NEED IT? 

• A Personal Identification Number (PIN) is a number an organization uses to make sure 
that only you can access information from their organization. You likely have one with 
your bank. 

• The election company UTLA uses for their election assigns a 7-digit PIN to each eligible 
voter for each election.  You will need your PIN to vote online. 

• Only EEC teachers are eligible to vote in this election. 

• Your PIN is printed on your ballot and also is available online using Find My PIN.

FIND MY PIN (PERSONAL IDENTIFICATION NUMBER)

• Find My PIN is a new option for UTLA voters

• It is an automatic way for members to access their PIN online to vote online without 
referencing their paper ballot

• It is available online 24/7, so it’s very convenient

• Maybe you lost your ballot, or you’d just like to vote right away on Dec. 1st before your 
ballot arrives- no problem.
